Mr. Burrus has been doing grants for seventeen years and has obtained and administered several grants for the City of Tolar and is seeking employment to administer the current grant for the city. Mr. Burrus cost to administer the grant would be $ 28,750.00  dollars.

Deposits would be made directly into the City of Tolar accounts. Citizens would be able to pay water bills, citations, warrant fees, taxes etc… twenty four hours a day by phone and internet.
